Tripod Attachment

The tripod used with the HIGH
LANDER should be strong and

sturdy. The highlander can be used

with a standard camera tripod

(U1/4) or a large type (U3/8) tripod.

If you wish to use a 3/8 tripod,

remove the adapter screw from the
tripod mount on the underside of the

binocular and then attach to the
tripod.

Installing/Removing
the Eyepiece

To install the eyepiece, place it in the

opening and push until the

eyepiece hits against the top of the

focus ring. You should feel
the eyepiece lock into place. To

remove the eyepiece, simply pull the

eyepiece straight out of the focus
ring.

Using the Sightline

The sightline is useful for finding the

object you wish to view.

By aligning the sightline on the
handle and the protrusion on the
main body, objects can be easily
sighted.

Focusing and

Interpupillary Distance

Adjustment

The interpupillary distance is

adjusted by moving the eyepieces

left and right. Set the distance
appropriate for you while looking

through the eyepieces. Focusing of
the binoculars is achieved by turning

the focus rings (located below the

eyepieces). To focus on objects at

farther distances, turn the right
focus ring clockwise and the left
focus ring counter clockwise (see
arrows).

Sliding Hood

When facing the sun, pull out the
sunshade to keep unwanted
light from entering the binocular.
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G Optional Center Mount and Tripod

1. Remove the standard tripod mount by
removing the 4 hexagonal bolts with an
allen- wrench. Attach the optional mount
block (included with center mount)
according to the picture below.

2. Attach the center mount to the tripod.

3. Place the mount block onto the axis
(upper portion) of the center mount so that it
fits into the groove of the mount block and
lock down with the screw. Make sure that
the screw is completely secured to prevent
the binocular from falling.

* How to Clean the Lens

Always keep the lens surface clean. Dust, stains, or
finger prints will greatly reduce the sharpness of the
image, and may cause fungus growth during storage. If
the external lens surface becomes dusty or smeared,
first blow the dust off with a commercially available can
of air to prevent scratching when wiping the lens.
Prepare liquid lens cleaner (available at any camera
shop) and tissue paper or a well-washed soft cloth.
Apply a few drops of the lens cleaner to the tissue paper
or cloth and wipe the lens surface gently in a circular
motion, starting from the center and working out to the
edge. If the lens surface is still dirty repeat the process
again, using a new piece of tissue paper or an unused
portion of the cloth. You can judge whether the lens is
clean by examining the lens under light at an oblique
angle.

* How to Clean the Body

Dirt on the binocular body can be removed with a soft
cloth moistened with warm water and a few drops of
mild detergent. Silicone cloth is suitable for this purpose
but DO NOT use it to wipe the lens. Do not use any
type of solvents or harsh chemicals to clean the
binocular body.

e Storage

After using the binocular in dusty or humid conditions, or
after use in the rain or near the coast, thoroughly clean
the lens and body and allow it to dry in a warm room.
When storing replace all lens caps, place the binocular
into a vinyl bag with desiccant, and put it in a dry place.
